· Considering the fundamental pledges set forth in the Constitution of the Republic of Montenegro, international treaties and the general principles of law recognised by civilised nations;

· Reaffirming the beliefs of the state of Montenegro and its citizens which is verified in their fight against non-tolerance and social marginalisation; 

· Considering that it is in the interest of all citizens of Montenegro to promote policies of peaceful solutions to all social differences and to establish dialogue among those who possess political power; 

· Based on the experience of other European states, parliamentary democracies and the relevant international organisations 
Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro, on the ________ session of the _________ regular meeting in the year 2005, on the day of ________ proclaims this 

DECLARATION 

OF TOLERANCE AND COEXISTENCE

1. Tolerance and social dialogue are the basis for all further development of Montenegro as a democratic, civic, multi-ethnic and multi-cultural state, founded upon the values of the modern European societies;

2. The Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro condemns every policy, public action or statement which is based on intolerance, nationalism, bigotry, language of hatred, gender discrimination, marginalisation and social exclusion, as well as every discrimination based on gender, ethnic, religious, linguistic and social origin and identity, cultural heritage, political and other belief and sexual orientation; 

3. The Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro invites all subjects of political and civil sector to contribute to further affirmation of tolerance and coexistence in Montenegro; eliminating all forms of discrimination and exclusiveness in their public activity. 

4. Commitment of the Montenegrin society to democratic values and politics peace and tolerance cannot be compromised in any circumstance; least of all in the process of resolving the country status of in other political matters, where all participants of the political process, and especially those who possess political powers, are charged with supreme responsibility to ensure respect for the rules of democracy and contribute to general trust in public institutions and democratic proceedings of the political process. 

5. The Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro, upholding the belief that minority nations represent an integral and inseparable part of Montenegrin social community, remains committed to politics of democratic development of minority rights, condemning every act of intolerance that aims at violating their individual or collective rights. 

6. The Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro embraces the promotion of education and upbringing which is based on fundamental values of freedom, tolerance, coexistence, rule of law, solidarity and respect for human rights and freedoms, education that aims to strengthen social capacity of Montenegro to further its development along the path of the general principles adopted by civilised nations.  

7. The Parliament of the Republic of Montenegro will give full support to all activities of the public and civil sector that promote tolerance, coexistence and the politics of non-violence, which will serve the national and local governments, academic community, media, political parties, non-governmental organisations, religious communities and citizens to express and further their commitment to general, fundamental values which are contained in this Declaration.
